For
that reason, the first civilizations in

history appeared in regions which
are rich in terms of water, such as

The World Water Council's mission is "to
promote awareness, build political commitment and
trigger action on critical water issues at all levels,
including the highest decision-making level, to facili-
tate the efficient conservation, protection, develop-
ment, planning, management and use of water in all
its dimensions on an environmentally sustainable
basis for the benefit of all life on Earth." By providing
a platform to encourage debates and exchanges of
experience, the Council aims to reach a common
strategic vision on water resources and water services
management amongst all stakeholders in the water
community. In the process, the Council also catalyses
initiatives and activities, whose results converge
toward its flagship product, the World Water Forum.

Held every three years, the World Water Forum strives
to gather people from every horizon to find sustain-
able solutions to the water challenges that the world

faces daily. The Forum is a unique platform where
individuals from both inside and outside the water
sector  can interact and debate, creating broader
awareness for water related issues and a resolve to
find solutions. In addition, it provides the opportunity
for Ministers, Local Authorities and Parliamentarians
to consolidate their different perspectives with those
of experts and civil society.

Design of the process and its linkages with the programme,
involvement of political groups, preparation of substantive
recommendations and commitments for decision makers
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The programme of the 5th Forum is based on a
pyramid structure to focus on the main aim:
BRIDGING DIVIDES FOR WATER. 

In general the thematic programme for the 5th
Forum is focused on interaction between partici-
pants rather than sessions. All issues, themes, top -
ics and sessions are directed at achieving the main
aim of bridging divides.

One thematic coordinator will be assigned for each
theme. The coordinator will propose a consortium
of institutions to be involved in the development o f
the theme following guidelines prepared by the
Programme Committee. To ensure an effective,
balanced and representative consortium, the the-
matic coordinators proposal will be subject to the
Programme CommitteeÕs approval.

Approximately 3 sessions will be identified for eac h
topic. These sessions will provide the platform to
bridge divides between stakeholders, sectors and
between the present and the future. Sessions will
be inclusive and open and provide creative ways
for building bridges.  Presentation time will be
strictly limited to allow for maximum interaction

between participants.  Invitations for contributions
to sessions will be sent out in the beginning of 2008.

The Forum week is planned to cover 7 days: an
opening day, 5 days in which the themes will be
discussed and further developed and a closing
day. Plenary sessions will be held in the morning
covering key-notes, feedback from the previous
day, panels and regional reports. Topic sessions
will be scheduled in the afternoon.

Based on the experience developed during the 4th

World Water Forum in Mexico, the political process in

Istanbul will involve three political groups, namel y

national governments, local authorities and elected

parliamentarians.

This process will as much as possible relate to the

thematic and regional frameworks and processes of

the Forum. Political groups will be requested to pr o-

vide their perspectives on the issues and prepare a

series of recommendations and commitments for

action. The process is therefore expected to be rooted

in the local and regional realities: the regional activities

conducted during the two years prior to the Forum

will as much as possible involve local political re pre-

sentatives who will be requested to provide action-

oriented contributions to the process. 

The discussions during the Forum aim at building

bridges between the three political groups and will

focus on a series of draft recommendations. This

process strives to lead to new commitments and

working partnerships.

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Two prestigious water-related prizes are awarded
once every three years in conjunction with the
World Water Forum.

The King Hassan II Great World Water Prize

The King Hassan II Great World Water Prize, which
was established through a partnership between the
World Water Council and the Government of the
Kingdom of Morocco, is an international award hon-
ouring the memory of His Majesty King Hassan II of
Morocco, whose distinguished leadership encour-
aged cooperation and sound management of water
resources.

Created in March 2000 in order to stimulate aware-
ness, the Prize is awarded to an institution, organ i-
zation, individual or group of individuals in view of
their outstanding scientific, economic, technical,
environmental, social, institutional, cultural or p oliti-
cal achievements in the field of water resources.
The inaugural edition of this Prize was held in Kyoto,
Japan, during the 3rd World Water Forum in March

2003, and its second edition was organized in
Mexico City in 2006.

The Kyoto World Water Grand Prize

In March 2003, Kyoto City hosted the 3rd World
Water Forum in Japan and wished to contribute to
the success of future World Water Fora through the
establishment of a World Water Prize. In conjunc-
tion with "Soroptimist International of Kyoto" and
the World Water Council, the "Kyoto World Water
Grand Prize" was consequently created.

This Prize aims to honour a distinguished individua l
or organization whose grassroot-level activities
work towards addressing critical water needs of
communities and regions. The prize money must be
used by the winner or winning organization to con-
tinue the award-winning exercise or similar ones.
The intended use of the funds is to be announced at
the award ceremony. The inaugural edition of this
Prize was organized at the 4th World Water Forum
in 2006.

The logo of the 5th World Water Forum bears the
signature of BŸlent Erkmen, one of the best graphic
artists of Turkey. 

About the logo of Istanbul 2009, BŸlent Erkmen
says:

ÒThis logo implies bridging the differences between
Europe and Asia; Middle East and Africa, North and
South; rich and poor; developing and the developed
countries. It also defines the exchange between dif -
ferent water cultures, the opportunity to gather
across divides and manage resources better.Ó
