Once the entry is completed, the secretariat will send you
instructions on how to submit your video via an automatic
reply email. Upload the application video file (3 minutes, in
English) and a thumbnail image (aspect ratio 16:9, resolution:
width 1280 x height 720 pixels or higher) to the specified
online storage. Your application will be complete upon
upload. Please refer to the application guidelines and terms
of application for details and preparation.
